Sportsmen's Tip of the Day 
 

When introducing a novice to shooting, focus on proper 

technique and not recoil. If you constantly talk about re-

coil, the student is not going to want to shoot because 

you've told him or her that it's going to hurt. Two things: 

start the shooter on a low recoil gun, a .22 or maybe a .223, 

and then gradually get into the bigger stuff. And, do not let 

your ten year old shoot your .300 magnum! Have them 

wear good hearing protection as much of the fear of the 

gun is hearing the muzzle blast. Finally, tell them to hold 

the gun as tight as they'd hold their boyfriend or girlfriend. 

It breaks the tension and is proper technique.

The reason for 

this is that there are just not as many pheasants in the wild as there 

used to be.

Also another twenty 

or so were lost to more natural causes such as coons, weasels and the endless pecking at each other. 

240, was in early September because of the pecking and the rest 

were released at the end of September.

CHANGES PROPOSED FOR STATE BOBCAT HUNTING AND TRAPPING 
REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT FIVE-YEAR MANAGEMENT PLAN 

New Rules Would Increase Opportunities for Sportsmen and Women As Bobcat Population Expands                                                                                                                   
  
New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) is proposing changes to regulations that 
would provide increased hunting and trapping opportunities for sportsmen and sportswomen for the growing 
bobcat population.  DEC Commissioner Joe Martens today announced that rules related to a five-year Bobcat 
Management Plan are now open for public review and comment.  
 

In accordance with the management plan, the proposed regulations simplify season dates in areas where 

hunting and trapping seasons have been open for many years.  The plan also establishes new hunting and 

trapping opportunities in several wildlife management units across the Southern Tier.DEC estimates New 

Yorkôs bobcat population to be approximately 5,000 animals and growing, even in areas where regulated 

hunting and trapping seasons have been in place since the 1970s.  

The 

proposed rule can also be viewed in the February 20, 2013 publication of the New York State Register, which

Erie County joins growing opposition to state gun law ALBANY ï The push-back 
continues. More than two dozen county legislatures across New York, including Erie Countyôs, have formally 
condemned New Yorkôs new gun-control law, describing it as everything from an infringement on Second 
Amendment rights to legislation stacked with costly state-imposed mandates to an affront to doctor-patient 
rights. 

Opposition to the law, which pollsters say has contributed to Gov. Andrew M. Cuomoôs recent noticeable drop 
in poll ratings, appears only to be intensifying. The Erie County Legislature became the most recent body to 
condemn the law, when it voted 7-4 Thursday with the help of Republican, Democratic, Conservative and Inde-
pendence Party lawmakers. The Legislature asked state lawmakers and Cuomo to rescind the new law.
